Thank you so much for your interest in our beautiful gray and blue canine companions.

1. Enclosed is an official application for adoption of a rescued weimaraner.  If you are serious about considering a very special rescue weimaraner, you must first complete this application.  Please leave no questions blank.  

2. After your application is reviewed, you will be called or emailed to discuss appointments to see the dogs in our rescue program.  Note:  The availability of dogs changes almost daily.

3. This is an all-volunteer organization with limited funds and time, so it is important to keep your appointments or give ample notice to cancel should that be necessary.  If you have other dogs, we may ask you to bring them for an interview with a prospective canine “friend.”  It is critical that you do so.  We try to interview all family members and other pets at the same time. 

4. We know adopting a pet is a serious decision and commitment, however, we cannot “hold” a rescue weim for a potential adoption for more than 24 hours.  After interviewing with a dog it is important to call us promptly to let us know of your intent to adopt, not adopt or to continue to interview with other rescue weims.  In the past, waiting has cost some dogs good homes.

Before You Adopt  . . . . . 

Please ask yourself the following questions in order to determine whether or not you are ready to bring a Weimaraner into your life:

5. Will the size, high energy and personality of a Weimaraner fit your lifestyle?

6. Are you willing to cope with muddy footprints, holes dug in exuberant excitement, sharing your favorite couch, letting a large dog in and out (and in and out, and in and out)?

7. How large is your family?  Do you have children?  A dog will require as much attention, affection, guidance, patience and humor as a child.

8. Do you have the necessary time and enthusiasm for hours of feeding, bathing, ear cleaning, toe nail clipping, exercising, and training that a large dog requires?

9. Will your energy and dedication last as long as your adopted pet lives?  Are you willing to give a dog constant and reliable care for 10, 12 or possibly 14 years?

10. Are you aware that your adopted pet will become feeble and require greater care as he grows older?

11. Are you willing to give up a weekend trip or a vacation if your adopted pet should get sick?

12. Are you able to afford quality food, veterinary care, training, licenses, ect?

13. Would you be willing to pay for expensive veterinary treatment or surgery to save your pet’s life?

Once you have acquired a Weimaraner, you have added a whole new set of responsibilities to your life.  You are no longer a carefree soul.  You can’t run off for the weekend, leaving your dog to the care of the neighbors.  The Weimaraner is a breed of dog that requires a lot of personal attention and supervision.
